Consideration of Institutional Fea-
tures of Investment Processes in
Forecasting Economic Development

The institutional features of invest-
ment activity are considered. An ap-
proach to assessing the results of
capital investments in the economy is
proposed. Estimates of capital accu-
mulation in the Russian Federation
were made.

Health Risks Induced by Climate
Change in Arctic Macroregion

Climate changes in the territory of
Russia are most pronounced in the
Arctic microregion. For this territory,
the main directions of the National
Adaptation Plan (NAP) to climate
change have been determined. A cer-
tain decrease in "winter" mortality is
expected, but heat waves provoke an
increase in mortality from diseases of
the circulatory and respiratory dis-
cases. Early warning systems should
be activated during the periods of
heat waves to reduce additional mor-
tality from circulatory and respira-
tory diseases. Research 1is also
needed on climate-dependent infec-
tious diseases - salmonellosis, dysen-
tery, yersiniosis and other AEIL as
well as especially dangerous zoono-
tic infections. Climate warming also
entails the risk of disrupting the tra-
ditional use of natural resources by
indigenous peoples of the north, the
thermal regime of food storage sites.

Characteristics of Financial Behavior
of Households with Different Income
Levels and the Possibility of Reduc-
ing Inequality Using Fiscal Policy

A general assessment of the level and
dynamics of income inequality in
Russia is given based on various in-
dicators. The level of income, ex-
penditure, savings and loans of
households in the context of decile
groups by income in 2003 — 2018 is
analyzed (according to the Rosstat
Sample Survey of Household Budg-
ets (OBDH). Conclusions are made
about the nature of differentiation of
income, expenses and financial be-
havior by decile groups. The most
significant  differences  concerns
characteristics of the 10-decile group
with the highest incomes, which, in
turn, is very heterogeneous in com-
position. Differentiation within group
10 is studied in more detail by calcu-
lating the values of the considered
indicators by percentiles.
